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1. Any caterer who is certified by a properly constituted religious authority, such as the Vaad Harabonim or other Rabbinical authority must have a valid copy of their certification on file in the Temple office.

2. The caterer must provide the Temple with a valid copy of their certificate of insurance for the Temple to retain on file.

3. Caterers using the premises, including the kitchen, shall leave the kitchen in a clean condition. Temple utensils are not allowed to be used. All garbage must be removed from the premises immediately following the conclusion of the affair and before the caterer leaves the premises.

4. All property brought into the premises by the caterer, including liquor and food,  shall be at the sole risk of the caterer, and the Temple shall not be deemed responsible for theft or vandalism to said items.

5. The caterer shall hold the Temple harmless from any injury to persons or property, which is caused by the negligence of, said caterer.

6. No cooking is allowed on the premises. Only re-heating of food is permitted.

7. The rules and regulations concerning Shabbat and holiday observance must be respected and observed by the caterer:

A) No items of any kind shall be brought into or removed from the Temple between the hours of 20 minutes before sundown of the eve of Shabbat or holiday and 25 minutes after sundown at the conclusion of Shabbat or holiday.

B) A custodian must turn on the ovens and or stove for re-heating purposes on Shabbat or holidays.

8. No bills may be presented and/or collected on Temple property on Shabbat or holidays.

9. A Mashgiach will be assigned by the Temple Kashrut Committee to the kitchen while it is in use by the caterer.  The mashgiach may not be an employee of the caterer.

10. While outside coffee beverages are currently allowed in the Temple building, under no circumstances are they allowed in the kitchen or food service areas at any time.

11. The Rabbi (or the Mashgiach if the Rabbi is unavailable) is the final authority on all matters of Kashrut.
